Keep track of your time—It’s hard to decide how you want to spend your time if you don’t know how you spend it 
now. So find out.  Write down everything you do for the next week.  Record how long it takes you to do it.  When 
you’re done., take a hard look at your list to see if  this the way you want to spend your time. 
 
Give yourself a break—Recognize that you don’t have to do everything and you don’t have to be perfect. 
 
Get organized—Being organized saves time.   
 
Organize your important papers.  Post a calendar with the whole family’s schedule.  Keep your keys near the 
door.  You’ll be surprised how much smoother your days will go. 
 
Do it now—Have you postponed an important task two or three times?  Its time to take action.  Break the task into 
small.  Once you get started, you’ll find the energy to continue. 
 
Take time for yourself– If you just finished a big task,  reward yourself. This will help you focus on what you did, 
rather than on what remains undone.
