Approval of Minutes

Director of Evaluations

Core Program Director Discussion
Dr. Denise Bratcher didn’t attend the meeting.  No topics were discussed.
Duty Hours
The Institute of Medicine (IOM) Committee on Optimizing Graduate Medical Trainee (Resident) Hours and Work Schedules to Improve Patient Safety released a report on Tuesday, December 2, 2008.  The report recommends revisions to medical residents' duty hours and workloads to "promote conditions for safe medical care, improve the education of doctors in training, and increase the safety of residents and the general public."   The Pediatric Residency program is in the process of revising the schedule to possibly meet the IOM recommendations.  GME will share with the group once this is finalized.    

Leadership Course
Dr. Felix Okah has worked with Paula Robinson and Pamela Williams in HR to develop a leadership series of workshops for Neonatology fellows to attend throughout their fellowship.   Sample curriculum was shared with the group.  Dr. Okah would also like to add a writing workshop to the series with guest speaker.  For now the writing workshop would only be available to select fellows who will be nominated by their Program Directors..  A small group of Program Directors are working with Dr. Okah.  This committee of directors will determine the criteria of fellows to be selected to take this writing workshop.  GME and Dr. Okah are working out the details on offering this leadership series to all fellows.  
Biostatistics, Medical Decision Making, & Clinical Research Courses at UMKC
Dr. Greg Kearns and Ashley Sherman are no longer going to offer “Principles in Basic Biostatistics” to CMH Fellows after the current series of classes end.  Fellows have the option to take the Biostatistics course offered at UMKC through the Clinical Research Certificate program, Dr. John Foxworth (Medical Decision Making) course or the Biostatistics course offered at KU to gain biostatistics knowledge.  .  GME is working on paying for tuition fee towards these courses.  The course Clinical Research Certificate program at UMKC is 1 or 2 years in length depending on how many credit hours the fellow is enrolled in.
